2.  Giving is an Act of Worship

Giving is not just financial, but it is spiritual.

Giving is an expression of worship to God.

Giving reflects your heart towards God.

(Proverbs 3:9-10; Philippians 4:17; Genesis 4:3-5; Exodus 23:19)
